BOULANGER, General Georges (1837- ). French member of the (right-wing) Nationalist party; served in Algeria (1851-54), Italy (1859), Viet Nam (1861-64), and the Franco-Prussian War (1870-71), with some distinction. Prominent figure in Grévy’s government.

FORREST, Lieutenant General Nathan Bedford (1821- ). Plantation owner, president of Selma, Marian & Memphis Railroad Company, Grand Wizard of the Ku Klux Klan (secret society opposed to Reconstruction). Former CSA General of Cavalry. Left the United States in 1877 to receive medical treatment in Europe and has not returned. Allegedly massacred captured Negro volunteers at Fort Pillow on April 12, 1864. Present location unknown.
